Matters brought to the attention of the council included: 
It was noted that a small group of residents had helped on during a recent local cycle event but were concerned over Health and Safety issues and also of possible nuisance to local residents by the volume of non-residents.

The Chairman confirmed that members had received the minutes of the meetings and Members agreed that they were a true record.

· The Clerk informed members that the Public conveniences should be open to the general public “for a minimum to two hundred days per calendar year for a minimum period of nine hours per day”. It was felt that the perception by some members of the public was that these were solely public house toilets open only during the public house opening hours.

The Clerk will enquire as to the opening hours of the facilities as they were felt important to tourists.

· Planning application DM/2018/00637 – Erection of two dormer bungalows – Brynhyfryd, 6 Wellfield, Grosmont – general comments have been forwarded to Monmouthshire County Council.

To consider matters relating to Highways / Rural Roads – including considering matters relating to reducing the speed limit through Grosmont Village: 
· It was noted that VAS signs cost £3,500 - £4,00 per unit
· An email has been received from Mr Michael Collins – Monmouthshire County Council Highways Dept regarding requirements for consideration of a 20-mph speed limit.
Resolved: -
Mr Collins is to be requested to hold a site meeting in Grosmont to consider if it would be a suitable location for consideration of a 20-m.p.h. speed limit.

Matters for the Clerk to report to M.C.C. Highways Dept: -
· Gullies on Cupids Hill need unblocking and the tree in Poorscript Lane required attention.

· Verge cutting has been started and is being down with “very minimal effort”. Members would request that as it is only done once a year it is a “proper, tidy job”.

· The road is breaking up near Beech Hill Farm (top and bottom sides).

· Llanvetherine speed limits are inconsistent and confusing. Needs reviewing with Cllrs.

· Latymer School are “in residence” this week. The hall toilets had been painted and tidied prior to this event.
· It was noted that for the “Cycling weekend” – Grosmont Together had given permission for the Town Hall to be booked for this event without checking or informing the Clerk.
· Toilets – Cllr. A Farr has submitted an application for funding for full refurbishment - £15,000 – overall cost of project - £19,625.
· It was noted that Mrs Gill Clark, Grosmont Craft Club, has tidied up the curtain hangings – a vote of thanks was given.
