Matters brought to the attention of the council included: - 
· Agenda and minutes could be supplied in paper form at the start of meetings for members of the public.

· St Nicolas Church installed a dog waste bin approx. 18 months ago – this has been a success – every 2 weeks the bin is full. The bin is also used by the village and walkers in the castle grounds. Would like a dog waste bin in the Castle grounds. This will be placed on the agenda for consideration at the June meeting.
· Would like more information on the Grosmont Fawr Community Council website. Would the council consider public assistance / views on policies?
·  “GADMAG” – would like a regular slot at council meetings and to have a dialogue with Cllrs to update about events taking place / when support is needed. i.e. cycle event / road closures. Request for grant, noting a need legal safe electricity in the castle ground. Currently run on a domestic supply from a house. Electricity for music events / festivals – cost of installation is £1,000. No permission required from Cadw Jan Stuart will pay all electric bills.
