2. Declarations of interest from Members

3. To Approve Minutes of Meetings
a. Minutes of the Monthly Meeting held on 10th June 2025 
RESOLVED that the Minutes of the Monthly Meeting of Council held on 10th June 2025 be confirmed as a correct record.
4. Matters Arising

5. Town Hall Project

13. Roads in and around Grosmont
Potholes continue to be an issue with several being repaired but poorly and are already starting to reappear.
